2.  Addition of Item: New Business, Item C “Mass Mailing”

Move to approve minutes from June Meeting placed by Jenn O’Meara. Seconded by John Hancock. All in Favor, None Opposed, None Abstained. Motion Carries.
Presidents Report (Mike): 

· Mike asked Coordinators to call coaches of last year’s teams. He wants to confirm their commitments to coach this season and verify any changes. He would also like to have them call their former players and remind them of upcoming dates and events. Just a “touch base” call. Coordinators confirmed that they would be able to do this.

· We have 29 Century kids registered for Camp. This is ahead of Gettysburg at the same time last year. Camp is loosely limited to 150 and will be run with no minimum requirement.

· Fireworks booth went well. Staffed by Marsoobian and Poore, who both earned credits for their volunteerism.

Commissioner’s Report (Brad)

· It was suggested by CJSL that we order 2 years of U6 uniform t’s. Count for order was based on last season’s 30 children. Order will be made for 72 uniforms of various sizes through CJSL.

· Clovis Christian School is closed. There may be player movement, but those kids are going to go to another Church.
· Pics for next season have been set for the first three Saturday’s in October. That is one more day than last year and without Odyssey teams to deal with, pics should go easier this year. 

· Seeding tournament date not set yet, nor is Football Carnival. 

· Coaches clinics are set, with two tentatively scheduled for Century’s MPR. F level 6-930 PM on Sept 10, 11, 12. Pre-F September 9. Brad will let Shannon know when that’s set so she can post on website. Anyone who is coaching older kids needs to be F step licensed.

· Lights are for sale $2500 each. Maybe PTC or School will go in on it with us. Discussion about the merits and drawbacks of owning the lights centered around the fact that it would be nice to have our own lights, and that it is ultimately less expensive to own our own. However, long term storage, maintenance and upkeep may present bigger challenges that we are up to dealing with. Question about who would insure them against damage or theft. Ultimately it was decided to shelf that a bit. Not throw out the idea, perhaps someone will desire to make a big donation to our club and if that’s the case, maybe we investigate further then.

· Odyssey is no longer with CJSL. They have joined up with District 2 Santa Cruz based playing district. All their games will be in Santa Cruz. They still have not paid 11K they owe to CJSL, and the league is considering putting them in bad standing which will prevent them from being able to play till they pay. CUSD was informed that Odyssey is no longer affiliated with CJSL or CYSA. FC Clovis will step up to fill the gap for some of those competitive players who do not wish to travel every weekend to Santa Cruz. Recreational clubs need to be prepared to take some of those kids back should they chose to come back to their home clubs. 
· Bingo working is available for anyone who wants to (18+). Just show up and they’ll put you to work. You will earn $20 of credit per night.

Treasurer (Jacqui)

· Check detail was initialed

· Income of $6535 puts our club balance sheets at $9448.31. 

· Lisa checks mail, but Jacqui has yet to get a bank statement. Will check with Angie that she has changed the address to the PO Box and she and Lisa will keep their eyes open for that statement.

· Account has been updated with appropriate signer’s

Registrar (Lisa)

· Lisa has access and is registering players

· 75 fall registrants so far, 69 entered. Two underpaid by $10. Lisa has contacted those families for the correction but hasn’t seen the money yet.

· U6 has 13 kids so far.

Equipment (John)

· He needs the wheels. Tim has them. He and Allen will get together to make that repair. He and Dan O’Meara will get together to make the bar repair. Mike offered his assistance on either chore. 

· Nets haven’t been ordered yet. John will order with his credit card and get reimbursed.

· Disks and Cones will be counted (Coaches get 20-24 disks, 11/12 cones) and any orders will be made.

Uniforms (Jennifer Romero)

· Jennifer has investigated and feels solid black shorts with drawstring are our best bet. It was suggested that we order 2 years worth. Tim motioned to approve a purchase of shorts not to exceed $720 (that would be the amount of the increase of fees charged to the U6 crowd for uniform purchases) and that may be 2 years worth. Al seconded it. All in Favor, None Opposed, None Abstained. The motion carries. 
· Trophy discussion: wood plaque, medals, trophies? Jennifer will get pricing on the cost for plaques similar to Block C that can add a medal each season. She will continue to investigate costs and we will bring back at future meeting.
· Socks need to be ordered. Brad motioned to approve the purchase of $900 is socks (300 pairs). Al seconded motion. All in Favor, none opposed, none abstained. The motion carries. Al will investigate sock costs for Jennifer.
