Approval of Minutes:  Brad motioned to approve minutes from May, Gary seconded.  All in favor, none opposed, none abstained.

Special Guest (Chad McCarty):

Chad McCarty who is in charge of a recreational soccer camp came to talk about his camp.  It is held the first 2 weeks of August; the first week at Gettysburg and the second week at Century.  It is for all K thru 6th grade boys and girls (not just Century students).  They provide all staff and curriculum.  The only thing Century needs to provide is the soccer goals.  We can also set up a booth for registration.  It is a wonderful way for kids to interact with other kids.  The cost of the camp is $80 for 4 days, 2 hours each night.  Each player will get a t-shirt and learn soccer skills from experienced coaches.  The maximum count is about 160 kids, 15 kids per coach.
To promote the camp: call coaches, send email blasts, talk with other schools.

Fundraisers:  the first 100 registrations; kick back of $5 each.  They can also provide scholarships/ hardship for families. (i.e. If a family has 3 kids who would like to play put can’t afford all 3, they will work with you.  They don’t want to turn anyone away.)  Other fundraisers may include Panda Express or Me & Eds, by having a cart set up to serve food one night.
Monthly Reports:

· President (Mike):  issues with camp!  Mike had to make a quick decision regarding the camp with Chad McCarty.  It materialized very quickly after our May meeting and Mike didn’t want to lose the opportunity to Dry Creek.  It was mentioned that e-mail wasn’t the best way to go about letting board members know, that a quick meeting would have been better.  Mike handled it the best way he could, but will try to get a meeting together the next time something like this happens.
· Commissioner (Brad):  Odyssey has withdrawn from CJSL and CYSA.  They have gone with the South Valley and are no longer affiliated with CJSL.  Request for fields was previously done thru CJSL, so we’ll have to see how that works now.  Game play will be in Visalia.  Teams and registrations for Odyssey were due by June 15th.  They pulled out on June 3rd, 12 days before.  Competitive teams that want to play local can pull out of Odyssey and play FC Clovis.  Any team that wants out of Odyssey needs to let them know.  Refunds will be dealt on a case by case basis.  Scrimmages may need to be set up thru CJSL now.  Currently, Odyssey owes CJSL about $12,000 and won’t be able to play in any tournaments until it is paid back.
Fireworks script is now available at CJSL; $35 comes back to club to pay for soccer.

Fall Picture dates are currently set for 1st 3 weekends in October.
Invoice owed for spring league is $325.
